Students with an extensive
vocabulary are able to comprehend text much more easily, also
leading to higher achievement. Keep in mind that when we
read to our children, reading material can be beyond their
reading level. We can pause as we read to discuss the richness
of words encountered and use those words in our conversa-
tions.

Please continue to send bottles of water to school with your
children as we are not to drink directly from fountains as a
Covid mitigation strategy. Students can refill their bottles from
the fountains. Thank you to those families and staff members
that donate bottled water for those that forget.
